Best Practice - I 

Title of the Practice
: Faculty Motivation – Sponsorship & Retention”
Goal of this practice:


The Goal is to motivate the faculty for higher studies and to enhance their skills and to retain them with special incentives. 

The Process:
The College encourages the staff to pursue their Ph.D program, further retains them with special incentives.

· Sponsor full time / Part time Ph.D Program at reputed institutes like IITs, NITs and Government Universities

· A special pay of Rs.2000/- per month is paid upon registering for Ph.D Programme for maximum period of 12 months.

· A special pay of Rs.3000/- per month is paid upon completion of Pre-Ph.D / satisfactory review by a committee for maximum period of 12 months.

· A special pay of Rs.4000/- per month is paid upon satisfactory review by a committee for maximum period of 12 months.

· A special pay of Rs.10000/- per month is paid upon submission of thesis work for maximum period of 12 months.

· Also, the faculty members are encouraged to present their research work in National / International conferences both in India and Abroad by sponsoring registration fee, second sleeper charges and DA. A maximum amount of Rs.10,000/- is paid if the papers are present in the conferences held in IITs, NITs and Government Universities/organizations and Rs.5000/- for others. 50% of actual expenses including registration fee is paid if the papers are presented in the conferences held in abroad.

· After 5 years completion of service in this college, all the faculty members are eligible for gratuity kind of payment.

· The staff retention is another important practice in which the faculty who completes ten years of service at this college, gets Rs.1,00,000/- incentive and thereafter for every five years gets Rs.50,000/-

Impact of the practice:


· Due to the great encouragement given by the Management, many of the staff members were motivated to register for Ph.D programme and the special incentives and facilities led to retention of the staff. Many staff members have registered for Ph.D at reputed institutes like IITs, NITs and Government Universities. Also, it is observed that the staff members are bonded to the college due to the excellent attitude of management and the encouragement given to them for improving their qualification.

Best Practice II 

Title of the Practice : “Students Motivation – Practical Exposure”
Goal of this practice:
· The goal of this practice is to impart practical exposure to students in upcoming technologies by conducting workshops, guest lectures and seminars by internal and external academicians / industrialists and through industrial visits.

The Process:
The students are expected to be strong in academics and have good industrial exposure. They are encouraged to update their knowledge with latest developments in their respective disciplines and allied subjects.
